Annual Audit
The Audit was kindly undertaken by Mr Alan Willson.  The figure for interest on the Residual Funds is still outstanding from the Diocesan Accountants. Comments on the Annual Accounts

· Income from regular lets is inflated by the receipt of two payments from the School in the same accounting period.  The School had stated a wish to pay promptly at the start of their financial year.  The next payment of £1000 plus will be made in April.
· Yoga has stopped but, fortunately, Art classes have increased.
· The £300 for Grants and Donations is the figure raised for the Wall Hanging.
· An excess of income over expenditure figure of £2,213.72 is inflated by the School payment mentioned above.  Apart from this the profit for the year would have been about £1,200.00, which is a satisfactory outcome.
· I hope that the web site is proving helpful in terms of bookings, but I note that we still have not had advertisements in the Starcross Magazine.  I believe that the latter might be a useful source on clients.
