Points for the meeting.

As I shall not be present for this meeting I should be grateful if the following could be taken into account:

· The Church Treasurer argues that the Trustees have a right to use the Hall free of charge.  This is not covered by our Terms of reference which merely state that: The Committee will control the use of the Hall (all lettings and community use) and will set and review the charges annually. This needs to be resolved
· The possible change in the name to Cockwood Village Hall should, according to the last minutes, have been discussed at the Trustees’ (PCC) meeting of 4th June 2009.  I do hope that the Trustees will enable this.  It would recognise the name by which the community knows the Hall and bring some kudos to the Trustees (and hence the Church) for recognising the wishes of the community. It should be noted that this proposal is not in the same category or order of costs as a recent proposal to change the Trustees for which the Committees’ policy is published on the Web Site in a letter to Pauline Bloomfield dated 6th January 2009. This stated: “However, it was agreed that should anyone else feel that they wish to pursue this matter, the proposal should be taken direct to the PCC as the trustees, and not to the Parish Hall Committee since the Parish Hall Committee is a sub committee of the PCC. We would also advise that any proposals should be presented with details of new Trustees and an action plan on how the Hall would be managed in the future.” A mere change in name should cost considerably less. If the cost argument is still deployed by the Trustees I would like to see a breakdown of such costs.
· I have asked the Bank to recognise cheques made out to Cockwood Village Hall as suggested by Rev David Burton. (minutes of 4 November 2008)  I have done this but of their own volition the bank has named the account Cockwood Parish Hall sic and some cheques and paying in slips have been annotated Cockwood Village Hall.  The Church Treasurer has remarked upon the illegality of this but I have refrained from corrective action until the matter of the name has been resolved.
